Mir training sailing vessel set off for its first trip under the flag of the USSR to the home
seaport of Leningrad on 1 December 1987. Since 2014 the vessel has been operated by
FSUE Rosmorport.

Miris a symbol of Saint Petersburg, and it proudly carries this title across seas and oceans.
Mooring in foreign seaports, the sailing ship crew participates in various events, demonstrating
maritime culture and a high level of maritime education in Russia.

Cadets of higher maritime educational institutions of the country undergo sailing
practice on the vessel. During the training they apply their knowledge in practice. Cadets
learn to keep watch at the helm, work with masts, identify the location of the ship using
navigation landmarks and participate in emergencies on the ship. The vessel is supplied with
all necessary equipment for sailors’ training including classrooms and cabins for their

educators. The training sailing ship crew is always ready to help in selection of
information for course and diploma projects.

In 1989 Mir training sailing ship set a world speed record, which hasn’t been repeated by
no ship of this class since then. The frigate has developed a speed of 389 kilometers per an hour
- 21 knots in the Strait of Gibraltar.

Mir became famous for its victories in international sailing regattas. It has repeatedly won
The Tall Ships Races including winning the Grand Prize in 2003 and 2004 and became the only
sailing vessel of the A-class, which received this prize for two times running! In 1992 Mir won the
Grand Regatta Columbus-500, gaining a prize from His Majesty the King of Spain Juan Carlos .
The vessel has also won for many times in international regattas organized by the Sail Training
International (STI). Participation in high-level events, such as Sochi Winter Olympic Games in 2014,
and in top international maritime festivals highlights the status of the sailing vessel as a symbol of
Russian maritime culture.

Participating in regattas and training voyages, Mir training sailing ship visited such key
ports of Europe and North America as Helsinki, Copenhagen, Hamburg, Rostock, Bremerhaven,
Amsterdam, Antwerp, London, Liverpool, Brest, Lisbon, Barcelona, Naples, Malta, Istanbul, New
York and other sea harbors of the world. However, at the current moment Mir hasn't visited the
ports of BRICS yet. This leaves space for future expeditions and new opportunities to strengthen
international cooperation, which would be established by us with pleasure.
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MIR TRAINING SAILING SHIP

Mir training sailing ship is a three-masted training vessel built at Stocznia Gdanska shipyard (the
Republic of Poland) in 1987 under the agreement on construction of five training sailing ships.
FSUE Rosmorport owns three such frigates including Mir.

The length of the sailing vessel with a bowsprit is 108,6 meters, the maximum width is 14 meters, the
height including masts is about 50 meters, which exceeds a 16-storied building, its displacement is 2 984
tons. The vessel is able to accept a crew counting 51 people. The simultaneous number of cadets on Mir
can be 144 people, the number of heads of practice is 4. The ship can accommodate 199 people totally.
26 sails with an area of about 3 000 square meters are operated only manually, and they are the main

propulsion of the vessel.
